I. Review 

❖ There is a seat with your name on it; all you have to do is take your seat.  

❖ God is protecting you and remember God is in front of you and behind you; 

step out into your faith. 

❖ You breathe out your frustrations and breathe in the Holy Spirit! 

❖ Sistar you don’t have to operate in your emotions because the Holy Spirit 

lives in you! 

❖ Sistar you are a living sacrifice, and you are to be transformed by the word 

of God! 

❖ Put on the word so that you can live it out!  

❖ Remember that prayer is your way of communing with God.  

❖ You can come boldly to the throne of God; you don’t have to set an 

appointment! 

❖ Be honest with God; he knows everything already! 

❖ Pray to God in every instance of your life! 

II.  Why do we pray? 

1. Because God has promised to hear 

❖ We should pray in order to get the peace of God. 

❖ When you pray God delights in our praying! 

❖ Sistar your doing is what produces more from God. 
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❖ Sistar you know what you should do; but sometimes your flesh gives in and 

prevents you from doing it. 

❖ When you don’t do what God tells you to; he will make you suffer the 

consequences.  

❖ Your “should’s” need to tie into what you do!  

❖ One of the benefits of being a doer of the word is that God promises exactly 

what he says he will do.  

❖  Everything you bring to God is deemed important; that’s why he wants you 

to bring your trials to him.  

❖ Acknowledge God in all your ways and he has promised to direct your path.  

2. Your Prayer is a delight to God.  

❖ God takes pleasure in knowing that you are depending on him. 

❖ God sings to you Sistar when you acknowledge him. 

❖ Sistar you were created for all things and are designed to give God pleasure. 

❖ Sistar you don’t know anything; the older you get the more dependent we 

become on the Lord almighty. 

❖ Live in Prov 3:5-7
